After the accident, racers Ermanno 

Blanchiardi (driving a Chandler) and Ernesto Bóssola (driving a Flint) immediately sto pped their 
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cars as a sign of respect, and other competitors soon did the same. The organizers then decided to 

abandon the race.  

Another large accident occurred during practice, when José Della Mónico (Ford) and Tomás Duggan 

(Packard) collided. José Cazeneu ve (Hudson) was closely following and rolled off the road when
